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Rollback o Best Practices

When a deploy issue is identified you can do one of two things:
Fix issue in dev, and promote fix through lifecycle, or:
Roll back some or all of the deploy to the previous state

Rollback makes sense when:
Scope of changes to be rolled back is large
Change must be reversed quickly
Issue is in production
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Rollback o Best Practices

You can roll back more than one series of changes, however:

Each successive rollback increases complexity
The result is less likely to be predictable to an end user

Best practice:
Only roll back when it is absolutely necessary
Avoid rolling back more than one version
